The demonstration was a protest against the reaction of Jakarta’s Governor Fauzi Bowo (nicknamed Foke) to the
recent case of a young female student, Livia, who had been raped and killed in a public transport. He said: “Imagine
if someone sits on board of a mikrolet (minivan) wearing a mini-skirt, you would get a bit turned on”. Women, he said,
“must adjust to their environment so that they don’t provoke people into committing unwanted acts”.
